About J-Life USA:

J-Life USA’s mission is to equip and mobilise the church in America to run effective disciple making youth ministries that will impact the local and global community. Our desire is for the church to empower teens to reach their peers for Christ. 80% of people make lasting commitments to Christ are under the age of 20. What a responsibility we have to equip the church in America to reach this age group effectively!
To achieve this, J-Life USA launches Coaching Teams. Teams consist of young adult short-term missionaries recruited from all over America who have committed themselves to serve the Lord for a minimum of one year. They train for four months after which they are placed in churches who desire a greater witness among the youth of their communities.  The goal of the team is to plant youth ministries or to build up struggling youth ministries so that they are able to reach the youth of their community effectively.  

Team training focuses on Jesus’ Strategy for making disciples.  Teams are trained up in many tools needed for the implementation of this Strategy focusing on WINNING, BUILDING and EQUIPPING leaders to be released as proven MULTIPLIERS (based on Sonlife model).  If we are going to be effective in making disciple makers who will in turn make disciple makers, we need to train leaders from the local church to run ministries that will effectively address all four areas of ministry.
We also believe that the best way to train leaders is to coach them on the job and for this reason our philosophy is.... ‘you watch us do, you help us do, we help you do, you do and we watch and evaluate so that we can leave you to continue doing’.
Purposes of the Coaching Team:

· To train and equip leaders to run a disciple making youth ministry in the local church.

· To assist these leaders in the implementation of a disciple making model for youth ministry.

· To network churches from the same community who have the same disciple making philosophy to reach the youth of their community.

Goals of the Coaching Team over a six-seven (6-7) month period is to:
· Train and equip leaders from the local church in a strategy for a disciple making youth ministry and to give them tools for the implementation of this strategy.

· Ensure that the Strategy and tools have been implemented within the church.

· Ensure that the leaders that are left are able to continue the ministry once the team leaves.

Make-up of the Coaching Team:

· Teams consist of 3 to 4 people who have been trained intensively for 4 months in Jesus’ Strategy for youth disciple making and tools to assist in the implementation of this Strategy.

Hosting churches responsibility:

· To provide at least 3 leaders who are willing to be equipped to run a youth disciple making ministry within the local church.
· To provide finances towards the ministry expenses of the team.  This cost will be determined by each church according to their specific financial situation and will need to be agreed upon by J-Life USA.  Missionaries are not paid by the church as each has raised their own funding for personal expenses.
· To provide meals and housing for the team members within the church family for the seven month period. This will mean providing host families for the team members for the duration of their stay in the church. 
· To be prepared to network with other churches from the community with the goal of all working towards having disciple making youth ministries.
· To provide transport where possible (as part of the financial contribution of the church).  If this is not possible, J-Life USA will endeavor to provide a vehicle for the team. 
· J-Life also requests that the Senior Pastor of hosting churches and key leaders (where possible) attend a 3 day seminar before the coaching team is placed in their community. This seminar will be used to refresh the pastor and help him/her understand what the team will attempt to achieve in the church and community.
